Christiansen a noted AR15 smith and armorer, who produces several tools for
working on AR15's that have become must-haves for armorer”s and gunsmiths. He
Is the official armorer and a guest speaker at the prestigious National Patrol Rifle
Conference and Competition. His AR15 Armorer class has been hosted by Detroit-
area SWAT teams, the Ohio Peace Officers Training Academy and the lllinois
Tactical Officers Association.
